1. Short title and commencement: 

(1) This Act may be cited as the Fire and Emergency 

Service Amendment Act 2018.

2. Section 2 amended: 

For section 2 of the Principal Act insert the following 

definition in its correct alphabetical position: 

 

““hot works” means welding, thermal cutting, heating, 

brazing, soldering, plasma cutting, grinding, metal 

spraying and all other works that has potential to 

generate heat, flames, or sparks that may increase 

the risk of fire or explosion;”. 

 

3. Section 41(2) amended: 

Section 41(2) of the Principal Act is amended by 

inserting after paragraph (o) the following: 

 

“(p) to authorise the Samoan Fire and Emergency 

Services Authority to issue permits for 

prescribed hot works operations, and prescribed 

penalties for non-compliance with conditions of 

permits to be issued.”.
